Change and loss are issues that affect all of us at some
stage in our lives. At Thornlie Primary School we recognise
that when changes occur in families through death, separa-
tion, divorce or related circumstances, young people may
benefit from learning how to manage these changes effec-
tively. We are therefore offering a very successful education
program called Seasons for Growth. This program is facili-
tated in small groups and is based on research that high-
lights the importance of social support and the need to prac-
tise new skills to cope effectively with change and loss. It
focuses on developing strengths in areas such as self-
esteem, managing feelings, problem-solving, decision-
making, communication and building support networks.
Seasons for Growth is not counselling. It is an education
program that uses a wide range of creative activities to learn
how to manage well in times of change.

Seasons for Growth has been timetabled to run for 8 weeks
for approximately 45 minutes each week. The program will
conclude with a Celebration session.

If you think your son/daughter would benefit from Seasons
for Growth we would encourage you to talk to him/her first
about this. Should he/she decide to participate, please com-
plete the form from the office and return it to Mrs Thomas
(Chaplain) before Friday 27 February.

Last week we had Waste Wise Audit at our school under guidance from Waste Wise Schools, WA.

Students from Room 7 and 18 took an active part in sorting and weighing rubbish collected from bins inside and
outside classrooms over a day.

Two main findings were:

* A large amount of food (nearly 8 kg fruit and vegetable scraps, cooked food scraps and whole fruits) is
being thrown into rubbish bins by students.
Solution: Unwanted food from classes must go into compost buckets provided to them and tipped into
compost bins.

* There was a large quantity of food wrappers from lollies, biscuits, chips, packed food etc.
Solution: We can avoid this waste by choosing to bring food that does not need packaging and also
by using reusable containers and bottles.

Parents can support by sending waste free snacks, drinks and lunches to help us create a waste free Thornlie
Primary School.
